The project will have a focus on the regional level, as a lot of key actors 
in the building sector act on a local and regional level. Practical pilot 
actions in six European regions will be carried out and the successful 
introduction of energy performance certificates into the market will be 
prepared.

• A web-site, a project leaflet presenting the
